With its outstanding views of downtown Montréal, Parc Jean-Drapeau is also
the perfect place to bike, walk and inline skate. Circuit Gilles-Villeneuve plays
host to Formula 1 and NASCAR drivers, but when they aren’t on the track,
the Circuit invites cyclists to pedal on a track that’s truly one of a kind. 
The Parc’s bike trail extends over 25 km and is recognized as an official leg 
of the Route verte and Trans Canada Trail.

The Olympic Basin is a tremendous training site for rowing, canoe-kayaking
and dragon boat competitions right in the heart of the Parc. You can watch 
the many competitions here this summer or join in one of these water sport
disciplines yourself!
